1 To tell students how to correct mistakes in an article while listening

2 To tell students what they can write in an article about such an event for the school newspaper

Teaching procedure

Pre-task preparation

1 Ask students to think about what they need to do for mistake-correcting exercises. Ask students to think about the steps.

2 Let students read through the text quietly first, and explain any words they may not understand. Tell them to look for possible errors (practising the skill of prediction), but not to write anything down on the text yet.
