What is question tag? 

It is a question phrase (or "a tag") to the end of a statement. 

e.g. It's cold, isn't it?

When to use tag questions? 

We use question tags mostly in speaking, not in writing.

The structures of tag questions
1) A negative tag: 

Auxiliary + n't + pronoun(或 there)?( 助动词+n't + 代词主语或 there)?

E.g.

It's raining, isn't it? 

We can go now, can't we?

You came home late, didn't you?

2) A positive tag: without "n't". 

Auxiliary +(或 there)?( 助动词+代词主语或 there)?

E.g.


It isn't raining, is it?

It's not so warm, is it?

The intonation of question tags 

A falling intonation falls on the tag if you are sure of the statement.如果问句是事实，或者你要求对方同意你的说法,用降调。

Otherwise, a rising intonation is needed.  如果你不知道这个事实或答案，用升调。
