When does the train arrive at the station? 火车什么时候到站？
We arrived in Guangzhou this morning. 我们是今天早上到达广州的。
reach是及物动词，后面跟表示地点的名词。如：
They reached north Shanxi in October 1935. 他们于1935年10月到达陕北。
get是不及物动词，后面需接介词to，再和表示地点的名词连用。如：
Write to us when you get to the place. 到那里后请来信。
注意：get和arrive后面是表示地点的副词时，则不需要接介词。如：
她是昨晚到达这儿的。
（(）She got to here last night.

（(）She got here last night.

· around在这里与about同义，表示“大约”的意思。
· “一段时间＋early”常用来表示“提前（一段时间）”的意思。如：
They completed the bridge ten months early. 他们提前10个月完成大桥施工。

· look around意为“到处看看”，“环顾四周”，与look here and there意思相近。如：

I just want to look around and see if I can get any gifts to take home. 我只是想随便看看，看能不能买到什么礼品带回国去。

You have 15 minutes to look around. 你有15分钟的时间到周围看看。

5 In fact, it was so interesting that I forgot the time. 事实上，这本书太吸引人了以至于我忘记了时间。

· in fact意为“事实上”，“实际上”，与as a matter of fact同义。如：

I think so; in fact, I am quite sure. 我想如此,事实上我非常确信。

He doesn’t mind. In fact, he is even pleased. 他不介意，事实上，他甚至很高兴。

· so … that …意为“如此……以至于……”。so后接形容词或副词，that后接句子。如：

He runs so fast that he can get to school in 5 minutes. 他跑得很快，他能在5分钟内到达学校。

This book is so interesting that everyone wants to read it. 这本书太有意思了，每个人都想阅读这本书。

6 She refused to speak to me at first. 起初她拒绝和我说话。

· speak to sb意为“对/和……说话”。如：

Don’t speak to the child with severity. 不要用严厉的口气对孩子说话。

I’d like to speak to you for a moment. 我想和你谈一会儿。

· at first意为“首先；起初”。如：

At first nobody noticed the child’s disappearance. 起初谁都没有注意到小孩不见了。

At first we covered about 100 miles a day. 起初我们每天行一百英里。
