Pre-reading preparation

While-reading procedure

1 Language focus

A  Infinitives（动词不定式）

动词不定式是一种活跃的非谓语动词。它在句中起的是名词、形容词或副词的作用，可在句子中作主语、宾语、定语、状语和宾语补足语。动词不定式的形式是“to +动词原形”，但to有时要省去。动词不定式在具体运用时，用不用to，取决于谓语动词的用法：

1．带to的不定式结构

1）我们学过的能直接跟带to的不定式结构的动词主要有：want，ask，tell，hope，learn，try，decide，forget，remember，like，love，stop，go，come等。

2）动词不定式的否定形式是在不定式前直接加not，即not to do sth。如：

Jim told me not to wake up Kate.吉姆告诉我别叫醒凯特。

2．不带to的不定式结构

以下几种情况使用不带to的动词不定式：

1）在固定词组had better之后。注意：had better的否定式是had better not do sth。如：

You had better go home now. 你最好现在回家。

It’s cold outside. You’d better not go out. 外面很冷，你最好不要出去。

2）在let，make，see，feel，watch，hear等感官或使役动词后，要跟不带to的动词不定式作宾语补足语。如：

I made them give me the money back. 我迫使他们把钱还给我。

I didn’t see you come in. 我没看见你进来。

3）在引导疑问句的why not之后。“Why not + 不带to的不定式”是Why don’t you do …的省略式，可以用来提出建议或劝告。如：

Why not go with us? 为什么不和我们一起去呢？

Why not take a holiday? (= Why don’t you take a holiday?) 为什么不休个假呢？

3．动词不定式作主语

不定式结构作主语时，现代英语倾向于采用it作形式主语，而把不定式结构后置的形式。如：

It’s interesting to read comic strips. 看连环画很有意思。（= To read comic strips is interesting）

It’s fun to see so many classmates again. 在此见到这么多同学真好。（= To see so many classmates again is fun.）

4．动词不定式作定语

不定式作定语，要放在它所修饰的名词或代词的后。如：

I have nothing to say on this question. 对这个问题我无可奉告。

5．动词不定式作宾语

有的及物动词要求跟复合宾语（即宾语＋宾语补足语）。如果其中的宾语是不定式短语，则必须将形式宾语it放在宾语的位置上，而将不定式短语（真正的宾语）放在宾语补足语之前。如：

I find it useful to learn English well. 我发现学好英语很有用。

We thought it wrong not to tell her. 我们认为不告诉她是错误的。

6．动词不定式作宾语补足语

动词不定式作宾语补足语是动词不定式用法的一个重点，学习时要注意以下三种情况：

1）作动词ask，like，tell等的宾语补足语时，动词不定式符号to不可以省略。如：

He asked me to talk about English study. 他请我谈谈英语学习。

2）作使役动词let，have，make以及感官动词feel，hear，see，watch等的宾语补足语时，动词不定式符号to要省略。如：

The teacher made him say the word like this. 老师让他像这样说这个单词。

3）作动词help的宾语补足语时，动词不定式符号to可以带，也可以不带。如：

Could you help me (to) carry the heavy box? 你能帮我搬这个重箱子吗？

7．动词不定式作状语

动词不定式及其短语具有副词的特性，可在句中用作状语。

1）放在句首也可以放在句尾表示目的等。如：

He stopped to have a rest. 他停下来休息。

2）跟在作表语的形容词或过去分词后。如:

I’m sorry to hear that. 听到这事我感到很难过。

3）用在too ... to ...结构中。如：

He is too young to understand all that. 他太年轻了，不能理解这件事。

B  Gerunds（动名词）

动名词由“动词＋ing”构成，否定形式为not doing，具有动词和名词的性质，在句中起名词作用，可作主语、宾语和表语等。

1．作主语。如：

Seeing is believing.  眼见为实。

Laying eggs is the ant queen’s full-time job.  产卵是蚁后的全职工作。

注意：动名词和动词不定式都可以作主语，动名词作主语表示一般或抽象的多次行为，不定式作主语往往表示具体的或一次性的动作。试比较：

Playing with fire is dangerous. 玩火是危险的。（泛指玩火）

To play with fire will be dangerous. 要玩火可是危险的事儿。（指一具体动作） 

2．作表语。如：

Her job is teaching.  她的工作是教书。

3．作宾语。如：

He is keen on playing football. 他喜欢踢足球。

I like swimming.  他喜欢游泳。

1）admit，dislike，enjoy，feel，finish，give up，imagine，include，keep，mind，miss，practise，put off，suggest，can’t help（情不自禁），can’t stand（无法忍受）等动词或词组后可以用动名词作宾语，但不能用不定式。

2）forget，go on/continue，remember，stop及try等动词或词组可带动名词或不定式作宾语，但意义上有区别。

Let’s go on studying Lesson 6. 让我们继续学第六课。（说明前面已学了一部分）

Let’s go on to study Lesson 6.  让我们接着学第六课。（说明前面已学了第五课）

I remember doing the exercise. 我记得做过练习。

I must remember to do it. 我必须记着做这事。

I tried not to go there. 我设法不去那里。

I tried doing it again. 我试着又干了一次。

Stop speaking. 不要讲话。

He stopped to talk. 他停下来讲话。

3）在love，hate，prefer，like等动词后用动名词或不定式无多大区别。有时用动名词作宾语时，指一般情况，而跟不定式作宾语时指某一具体行为。

4）start，begin在书面语中多后接动名词，在口语中多后接不定式。但start和begin在下列情况下一般跟不定式作宾语：当主语是物而不是人时；当start或begin以-ing形式出现时，当后面作宾语的动词表示感情、思想或意念时。如：

It started to snow.  天开始下雨了。

He is beginning to cook dinner. 他要做晚饭了。

I began to understand what he meant.  我开始懂得他的意思了。

6 Notes:

1 Because go is often followed by the directional preposition to, it is easy for students to become confused and produce incorrect forms, such as I go to shopping. It is a good idea to alert students to this problem early on. Tell them to use go + to + place and to use go + -ing + activity.

2 Some verbs can be followed by either the to form or the –ing form. These include verbs feeling (e.g., hate, like, love, prefer), verbs of starting and finishing (e.g., begin, commence, continue, finish, start, stop) and the verb learn.

Detective stories are popular everywhere, and some of the world’s best-telling writers have written detective stories. They have also often been women. The stories of Agatha Christie, for example, have been translated into most languages, and so have those of Ruth Rendell.

Some people think that the Sherlock Holmes stories, created by Sir Arthur Conan Doyle, were the first detective stories ever written. In fact, the first such story was published much earlier than the first Sherlock Holmes story, in 1841. It was written by the American writer Edgar Allan Poe and called The Murders in the Rue Morgue. The fictional detective was a Frenchman, Auguste Dupin, and the story was set in France. This was because at this time only in France were there such people as private detectives.

The first detective novel-long story-was not published until 1856. It was called Recollections of a Detective Police Officer by Waters. Although it pretended to be a true life story of a real police officer called ‘Waters’, it was wholly fiction and was written by William Russell.

The first fictional detective to appear in a novel-though the novel itself was not a detective story-was Inspector Bucket in Charles Dicken’s novel, Bleak House. The first detective novel to be written by a writer who was already famous for other kinds of novel writing was The Moonstone by Wilkie Collins. The detective in this novel was called Sergeant Cuff and was based on a well-known real life detective of the time, Superintendent Foley.

Wilkie Collins also created the first woman detective in his novel, No Name, though she was not an important character in the book. The first detective novel to have a female detective as the main charater was The Recollections of a Lady Detective by Anon. The word ‘Anon’is short fro ‘anonymous’which means ‘unnamed’, so we do not know who wrote this novel.

The first really successful female writer of detective fiction was an American, Anna Katherine Green. By the time she died in 1935, she had written over 30 detective novels. Sadly, no one reads her work today and she is almost wholly forgotten.
