While-task procedure

1 Passage analysis

1 The nurse told him to phone his mother because he had a high fever. [A] 护士叫他打电话给妈妈，因为他发高烧了。

· have a high fever意为“发高烧”。这里动词have是“生（病）”的意思。也可以用catch或get来代替。又如：have/catch/get a cold感冒。

2 At break, Jia Ming ran to the sports field to play football with his classmates. [A] 午休时间，家明和他的同学一起到操场上踢足球。

· at break意为“课间休息时”。如：

Students enjoy eating ice lollies in the school canteen at break in summer. 夏天，学生们喜欢在学校食堂吃冰棍。

3 … but I haven’t felt lonely at all since I arrived. ……但自从我到这儿来之后从来没有感到过孤单。

· not … at all是“根本不……”的意思。

It doesn’t matter at all. 这根本没什么关系。

I don’t think that’s a bad idea at all. 我看这完全不是个坏主意。

【提示】注意本例中的not … at all与Not at all（不用谢，没关系）的区别。试比较：

Thank you very much. 非常感谢。

B:
Not at all. 不用谢。

4 We get on very well. 我们相处得十分融洽。

· get on well (with sb)意为“（与……）相处融洽”。如：

Do you get on well with your classmates? 你和你同学相处得好吗？

get on well (with sth)可用来表示“（……的）进展良好”。如：

We are getting on well with the work. 我们的工作进展一切顺利。

5 For this reason, I should be a good example and learn Chinese. 由于这个原因，我要给他们做个榜样学好汉语。

· for this reason意为“由于这个原因”，“因为这样”。如：

For this reason, I can’t go with you. 由于此，我无法和你们一起去。

如果表示众多原因的话，可以用for these reasons来表示。如：

For these reasons, computers are not as clever as people. 综上所述，电脑不如人脑聪明。

5 Making notes is an important skill at which many students seem very inefficients. The course aims to teach some of the basic skills in a step-by-step approach. Using English shows students how to omit words that are not essential to the main idea of the text.

6 When you make notes from sentences, write down only the most important words. You do not need to write complete sentences or articles. When you make notes from paragraphs, read the paragraph and find the most important sentence. Then write it in note form.

Some Facts About Newspapers


The first newspapers were written by hand and put up on walls in public places. The earliest daily newspaper was started in Rome in 59 BC. In the 7th century, the world’s first printed newspaper was published. Europe didn’t have a regularly（有规律的）published newspaper until 1690, when one was started in Germany.


The first regularly published newspaper in the English language was published in London and was published once a week. The first daily English newspaper was the ‘Daily Current’. It came out in March 1702.


In 1690, Benjamin Harris printed the first American newspaper in Boston. But not long after it was first published, the government stopped the paper. In 1704, John Campbell started ‘The Boston Newsletter’, the first newspaper published daily in the American colonies. By 1760, the colonies had more than 30 daily newspapers. There are now about 1,800 daily newspapers in the United States.


Today, as a group, English language newspapers have the largest circulation（发行量）in the world. But the largest circulation for a newspaper is the Japanese newspaper ‘Asahi shimbun’. It sells more than 11 million copies every day.
