While-reading procedure

1
Ask students to examine the title, introduction and picture in order to create expectations about what they are going to read.

2
Encourage them to tell you as much as they can. 
For instance, from the title we can guess that an 
innocent person is in some sort of danger. The man 
in the picture is probably rich, as he is wearing a 
bow tie and putting an expensive-looking vase 
into a safe. The vase may likely be the object 
stolen. The two women could be suspects. Students 
can guess that finally the guilty person is caught.
