Teaching procedure

Pre-task preparation

1
Before doing Exercise B1 on page 26, it is probably best to start by demonstrating the activity with a pair of students, acting as the detective yourself. Send a pair of students out of the class for one or two minutes t make up a false story about what they did together last night. Then ask one student to come back in. The second student must not be able to hear the interniew, of course.

2
Question the first student, as in the model given, and using any of the additional questions given. Students can reply in short answers (do not insist on grammatical accuracy.) The game should be fun, and not a threatening situation for the students involved. Ask about six to ten questions, and then send the first student out and ask the second one to come in, and repeat the procedure. After both interviews, ask the class to point out any differences between their two stories.

3
Ask students to play the game in groups of four. While the two ‘burglars’ are preparing their story, the other two students can prepare a list of questions to ask.

While-task procedure

1
Ask students to practice writing a guided report of a crime. The story is based on police reports of a real crime in which a criminal tricked people into thinking that they had broken his sunglasses and then forced them to pay him money.

1 Let students prepare by working in pairs and telling the story to each other in English. Explain any words they do not know. Remind students that the words under the pictures are in note form. They will need to add other words such as verbs, articles and prepositions. They must break the notes up into grammatical sentences.

Most shoplifters（商店扒手）agree that the January sales offer wonderful opportunities for the hardworking thieves. With the shop so crowded and the staff so busy, it does not require any special talent to help yourself to one or two things and escape unnoticed. It is known, in the business, as ‘hoisting’.


But the hoisting game is not what it used to be. Even at the height of the sales, shoplifters today never know if they are being watched by one of those evil little balls that hang from the ceilings above the most desirable goods. They can now be filmed at work and obliged to attend a showing of their performance in court.


Selfridges was the first big London store to install this equipment to watch its sales floors. In October last year the store won its first court case for shoplifting using as evidence（证据）a videotape showing a lady stealing dresses. It was an important test case which encouraged others to install such equipment.


When the balls, called sputniks, first made an appearance it was widely believed that their only use was to frighten shoplifters. Their stange appearance, the curious holes and red lights going on and off, certainly made the theory believable.


It didn’t take long, however, for serious shoplifters to start showing suitable respect. Soon after the equipment was in operation at Selfridges, store detective Chadwick was sitting in the control room watching a woman secretly putting bottles of perfume into her bag.


‘As she turned to go,’ Chadwich said, ‘she suddenly looked up at the “sputnik”. She could not possibly have seen that the camera was focused on her because it is hidden, but she must have a feeling that I was looking at her.’


‘For a moment she paused, but then she returned to the counter and started putting everything back. When she had finished, she opened her bag towards the camera to show it was empty and hurried out of the store.’
