Teaching procedure

Pre-task preparation

1
Ask students to listen to the tape and finish Exercise A1


Check the answers

While-task procedure

1 Passage analysis

1 He took away thousands of dollars. 他拿走了好几千美金。

· take away意为“拿走”。如：

He wants to know who has taken away his dictionary. 他想知道谁拿走了他的词典。 

2 The robber got away. 强盗已经跑了。

· get away意为“逃脱；离开”，与run away，escape意思相近。如：

I won’t be able to get away (from the office) before 7. 我7时以前离不开（办公室）。

Get away from me! 离我远一点儿！

3 He said he was watching a film in the cinema at the time of the robbery. 他说抢劫案发生时，他正在电影院看电影。

· at the time of … 意为“在……期间”，介词at也可以用during来替代。如：

The students were playing happily on the playground at the time of their class teacher having a meeting. 班主任在开会的时候，学生在操场上开心地玩耍。

4 Just before midnight, Adair’s mother returned and went to say goodnight to her son. 就在子夜之前，阿代尔的母亲回来了，上楼去和儿子说晚安。

· just before意为“就在……（时间）之前”。如：

We all knuckled down to study just before final exams. 就在期末考前，我们开始埋头苦读。

just before也可以用来表示“就在……（人或物）面前”的意思。如：

There is a department store just before the road bisects. 在那条路就要分叉的地方有一家百货商店。

· say goodnight to意为“向（某人）道晚安”。如：

Remember to say goodnight to your father before you go to bed. 睡觉之前记得要跟你父亲道晚安。

我们经常可以用say … to的结构表示“向（某人）道……”的意思。如：say hello to（向某人问好），say thank you to（向某人道谢），say goodbye to（向某人道别）等。

5 She knocked at the door but there was no answer, so it was forced open. 她敲门，但里面没有应声，于是门被强行打开了。

· knock at意为“敲（门）”，也可以说成knock on。如：

He knocked at/on the door and entered. 他敲了敲门便走进去了。 

6 Since it was impossible to aim a small gun from a distance, the murderer was probably in the room at the time of the murder. 由于小手枪不能从远处瞄准，谋杀犯一定是在房间内作案的。

· 本例中的since为连词，意为“既然；由于”，后面所跟的是表示原因的句子。如：

He must have taken the book since it isn’t here. 他一定是把书拿走了，因为书已不在这里了。 

Since it is so hot, let’s go swimming. 既然天气这么热，我们去游泳吧。

· from a distance意为“从远方；从远处”。如：

We cannot see that village from a distance. 从远处我们望不到那个小村庄。

7 In addition to all this, there was nothing missing from the room. 除此之外，房间里什么东西都没有少。

· in addition to是“除……以外”的意思，to为介词，后接名词、代词或动名词。如：

In addition to an album, I gave him a pen and a pencil. 除了一本照相簿外，我还给了他一支钢笔和一支铅笔。 

In addition to giving a brief introduction to computer, the course also provides practical experience. 该课程除了一般介绍电脑知识外，还提供实际操作的机会。 

8 I think Adair killed himself because he lost money playing cards. 我认为阿代尔是自杀的，因为他打牌输了钱。
· kill oneself意为“自杀”，如：

She wanted to kill herself but she didn’t dare to at last. 她想要自杀，但最终没有勇气下手。

· lose money (in) doing sth是“因做某事而输钱”的意思，介词in可省略。如：

Jason lost money lost a lot of money gambling. 杰森因赌博输了好多钱。

9 Maybe he thought his parents would be angry with him. 可能他认为他父母会冲他发脾气。
· be angry with意为“生（某人）的气；发（某人）的脾气”。如：

Don’t be angry with me for not having written. 别因为我没有写信而生我的气。

He was angry with himself for having made such a foolish mistake. 他为犯如此愚蠢的错误而对自己气恼不已。
