Unit7  Plants  教案
Reading A  The weird world of plants
Teaching Goals
Enable Ss to know the importance of plants.

Teaching Procedures
Step 1  Leading-in

Ask the Ss：1. Do you like plants?   2. Are you familiar with plants?  3. Can you guess what we will talk about today?
Today I would like to introduce some strange plants to you. The title is “The weird world of plants.” Do you think it would be interesting? Why?

Step 2  Pre-reading 

1 Teach new words according to the pictures. 
2 Prediction: answer the questions in A1.
Step 3  While - reading

1. Fast reading：
Ask Ss to read the passage fast paragraph by paragraph and try to find out the answers on the blanks.
2. Ask Ss to read it again and check the answers in A3. Try to find out some evidences which can prove your idea.

3. Ask Ss to reading for details and finish A4: 

Step 4  Language Points Learning

Ask the Ss to find out the main line of this story and deal with some useful expressions in the passage at the same time. Guide the Ss to learn and use them to talk about this story in their own ways.  (With some language support.) 
Step 5  Post-reading

1. Retell the story about the strange plants  .
2. Do you think the boys will find out the truth? Can you make a dialogue between them? What will happen next?

Step 6  Homework.

Write a short passage to talk about one of the four strange plants.

Reading B  The “black” tulip
Teaching Goals

Develop Ss’ love for the nature and encourage them to know more about the nature.

Teaching Procedures
Step 1 Revision---Competition
Ask the students to retell the story of “The weird world of plants”. Get the whole class to vote for the best story teller.

Step 2 Leading-in 

Brainstorming:

1 Before reading the story, discuss some questions with a partner.
2  Finish B1 and check answers.
Step 3 While-reading
1 Get the Ss to read the passage and answer the questions. Check the answers in class. Highlight reading sub-skill on how to sort out the relationship in a story.

2 Get the Ss to read the passage again and underline some useful expressions.

3 Learning: Guide Ss to observe and discuss how to use some useful expressions or difficult sentences.

Step 4 Post-reading

Role-play

Ask Ss to work in groups of five and act out this story.

Step 5 Discussion

1 Ss discuss in groups of four and guess what will happen next based on the information in the text.

2 Get some Ss to tell the class his/her opinions.

Step 6 Supplementary reading 

1 Ss finish the multiple choice questions in the study paper. 
2 Check the answers in class.

(3) Deal with some useful expressions or difficult sentences.
Step 7 Homework
Search the internet or go to the library to find out “Plants” and be ready to introduce it to the class in next period.

Listening
Teaching Goals

Enable Ss better understand the topic of this unit.

Develop Ss’ listening skills in catching the sequence of the events.

Teaching Procedures

Listening A
Step 1. Leading—in
Teach Ss some skills to understand the sequence of events
1 Ask students to form a group of four and talk about the six pictures:

2 After the above talking, ask students predict the contents.

3 Tell the students they will listen to a conversation about the account of the life of a “strangler flg” tree
Step 2. Listen for the answer

1 Play the recording for the Ss to listen and finish A.

2 Play the recording again for the Ss to retell the pictures in A 

3 Check the answers.
Step 3. Sum up

When you listen for the sequence of events, you should do the following.
a. Look at the pictures quickly and get an idea about how the pictures change.
b. Pay attention to verbs of action to grasp what is going on at this moment.
c. Find the picture to match the description.
Listening B
Step 1. Leading-in 

1 Listen to a talk about gardening and complete notes.
Ask the students to share anything that they know about the three kinds of plants.

2 Tell the students that they will listen to a passage about three kinds of plants and then try to get the missing information in the table.

Step 2. Listen for the answer

1 Get the Ss to read through the table first to predict what they should listen for.

2 Play the recording for the Ss to finish Exercise B. 

3 Play it again for the Ss to listen once again.

4 Check the answers in class.

5 Deal with some useful expressions or difficult sentences.

Language
Teaching goals
Enable Ss to master the structure and the usage of relative clause
Teaching procedures
Step 1. Lead-in

1 Teach some terms about relative clauses.
2 Give an example. 

Step 2. Presentation of relative clauses

A  Relative clauses with that or which as subjects.
(1)Draw students’ attention to the differences between the sentences.

(2) Tell students make conversations with the words to make relative clauses .
(3) Basic structure:

Main sentence + that/ which+ a clause 

(4) Practice

Have students finish Part A1 on page 103.

Ask Ss to finish A 2. Write sentences including relative clauses with the words in A1.
B  Relative clauses with who as subjects
(1) Ask students to make conversations with the words to make relative clauses.
(2) Basic structure:

Main sentence + that/ who+ a clause
(3) Tell students the rules.

(4) Practice: Join the sentences.

Have students finish Part B1 on page 104.

Ask Ss to finish B 2. Write sentences including relative clauses with the words in A1
Step 3. Exercises for clauses.

Do exercises and check answers.
Step 4. Sum up

To sum up the rules of relative clauses.

Speaking

Teaching Goals
Improve Ss’ speaking skills.

Teaching procedures
Step 1  Teaching rules

When we talk to people, we must help our listeners understand us easily. We should:
1. Speak loudly enough to be heard
2. Pronounce words correctly

3. Stress words or syllables that we think are important

4. Let our voices rise or fall at the end of sentences, clauses or phrases, which are often shown by punctuation marks

5. Pause at the end of sentences, clauses or phrases

Step 2  Speaking A---Talk time

1 Present a short paragraph in A1 on p105. Ask Ss to discuss in groups of four to mark the stressed words and syllables and give extra stress to those double-underlined
2 Ask Ss to read after the tape to check the answers and lead them to summarize the rules on how to stress important words in a sentence.

3 Do A2 : Read the sentences , underline and double-underline the words and syllables to stress. Also mark the places where you would let your voice  fall  and pause (p). 
(4) Then practise reading the sentences in A2.
Step 3  Speak up

Decide on Ss’ dream garden, Think about what it would look like, what they would put in the garden, and what they would do there.
1 Divide Ss into groups of four and discuss to do B1 on p106. 

2 Use the expressions to help Ss and invite some Ss to report their results according to the pattern in B2
Step 4 Project assignment
Write an article about their dream garden.

Ask students to write an article about their dream garden following the pattern in B .

Writing
Teaching Goals
Enable Ss to write an account of a school event.
Teaching Procedures
Step 1. pre-writing 

1 Lead the Ss to know how to organize an account. 

2 Use the expressions to lead the Ss to think what an account should include..

Step 2. while-writing

1 Look at an account and fill in the blanks with the expressions.
2 Try to write the answers down.

3 Try to organize the passage.

4 Check the passage yourself.
5 Part B---Write an account of a recent tree-planting day at your school. Work in groups and use your imagination and the picture below to complete the account .
(6) Show some examples.
Step 3. Summary
Lead the Ss to learn how to organize the passage.

More practice
Teaching Goals
1. Enable Ss to know more about the topic of this unit.

2. Develop Ss’ love for nature.
Teaching Procedures
Step 1. Leading-in 

1 Show some pictures of a famous place and ask: Can you guess where it is?
2 Talk about Babylon and the Hanging Garden of Babylon.
Step 2. Listening (Part A)
1 Play the tape for the first time. Ss listen and try to finish Part A1. Listen to the story and decide whether the statements are T (True) or F (False).

2 Play the tape for the second time and give short answers to the questions in A2, then check the answers in class. 
3 Meanwhile, deal with any useful expressions or important sentences.

Step 3. Reading ( Part B)
1) Show some pictures and ask : Can you guess where it is?
2) Talk about Kew Royal Gardens. 
3) Get the Ss to finish Part B1. Check the answers in class.
4) Get Ss to discuss Part B2 in pairs. And share their opinions.

5) Deal with some useful expressions or difficult sentences.
Step 4. Discussion
1 Get the Ss to discuss Part B3 in groups of four.

2 Write a brief introduction of Kew Royal Gardens as a notice for visitors. 
3 Share the Ss’ articles in class.
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
