Teaching Plan of Language, Unit One

Objectives:

Instruct the Ss in talking about actions at a particular time in the past by using the past continuous tense.
Instruct the Ss in using the past continuous tense to describe two actions happening at the same time in the past.

Teach the Ss how to use “when” and “while”.

Teaching procedure:

1. Lead-in

Show the Ss a picture and ask: 

What is Joyce doing?

What tense is it?

Go over the main structure of present continuous tense: is/ are/ am + doing

Show the Ss two more pictures and ask them to answer the questions by using the present continuous tense.

Ask the Ss to answer three more questions:


Were you busy last night?

What did you do?

What were you doing at 9:30 p.m.?
Introduce the past continuous tense.

2. The past continuous tense

Show the Ss a picture and ask them to answer a question (by using the past continuous tense).

Explain the detailed usages of the past continuous tense: 

talking about something happening at a particular time in the past (Finish exercises on Page 7)
talk about actions happening at the same time in the past (using “while”)

contrasting continuing and complete actions in the past ( using “when”)

using “always” in the past continuous tense.
