Teaching Plan of Speaking, Unit One

Objectives:

Teach the Ss how to offer, accept and refuse help.
Let the Ss discuss what makes a successful person, connecting the success stories they have learnt in this unit.

Teaching procedure:
I. Talk Time
1. Lead-in

Show the Ss three picture and ask them the following three questions:

If you want to offer the old man some help, what will you say?

After you accept other’s help, what will you say?

If you want to refuse other’s help, what will you say? 

2. Practice offering, accepting, or refusing help in different situations

Ask the Ss to do exercise A1 on Page 9 in pairs.

Ask the Ss to do exercise A2 on Page 9 in pairs.

3. Conclusion

Ask the Ss what expressions to use to offer help.

Ask the Ss what expressions to use to accept help. 

Ask the Ss what expressions to use to refuse help.

II. Speak up

Brainstorming:

Ask the Ss what good qualities make a person successful.

Ask the Ss what bad qualities may stop a person from being successful.

Mini project

Work in pairs. List some adjectives from the texts for some of the successful people we have learned about. 
Learn an example from the textbook. (P10)
Use the useful sentence patterns and the adjectives to make a real dialogue in groups of 4.

List the 3 most important words that help to make a successful person.

Collect all the important words from the groups and decide in class.
