Teaching Plan of Language, Unit Two

Objectives:

Instruct the Ss in two uses of adjectives.
Instruct the Ss in two sentence patterns of adjectives with infinitives.

Teaching procedure:

1. A general introduction to the two uses of adjectives

2. Adjectives before nouns

Show the Ss two examples of using adjectives before nouns.

Show the Ss the order of several adjectives before nouns.

Ask the Ss to do some exercises.

Show the Ss that we often put adjectives behind indefinite pronouns.

3. Adjectives after certain verbs (linking verbs)

Show the Ss two examples of using adjectives after certain verbs (linking verbs).

Show the Ss the five kinds of linking verbs that are commonly used.

Show more examples.

Ask the Ss to do the exercises on Page 23.

Show the Ss some adjectives that can only be put behind linking verbs and ask the Ss to do some exercises.

4. Two sentence patterns of adjectives with infinitives
Teach the Ss how to use the first sentence patterns of adjectives with infinitives: “It is + adj. + to do sth.”, and show them certain adjective commonly used in this sentence pattern. 

Ask the Ss to finish Exercise B1 on Page 24.

Show the Ss two extra sentence patterns linked with sentence pattern “It is + adj + to do sth.”, that is, “It is + adj. + for sb. + to do sth” and “It is + adj. + of sb. + to do sth”.

Teach the Ss how to use the second sentence patterns of adjectives with infinitives: “S + linking verb + adj. + to do”, and show them two examples.

Ask the Ss to do some exercises.
