Ms. Zhang Ying never fails me. Every time I listen to her class, I learn a lot from her class teaching and lesson design! So does this amazing class entitled Traveling means growing! 

In this class, Ms. Zhang uses her own travel experience with her family to lead in the topic, successfully arousing students’ interest and curiosity, focusing on the topic of travel, and helping her students to master the usage of 9 key transitional words and phrases as well as 14 important phrases from Book 4 Unit 5 and Book 5 Unit 1 in a creative and interesting way. 
Apparently Ms. Zhang Ying has devoted plenty of time and effort to designing this fantastic class, in which she follows four important principles in foreign language teaching & learning. The first principle is teaching vocabulary in authentic situations, because without specific context it’s difficult to decide the exact meaning of one word. Ms. Zhang creates an authentic context with her own traveling experience---a family of three traveling to Qinghai Province. She leads the whole class to a wonderful journey, during which the students not only enjoy wonderful scenery and pictures, but also learn that traveling means trying something new; traveling means growth.
The second principle is proceeding gradually in a proper sequence. Ms. Zhang designed 6 tasks in a form of task chain so as to cater for students with different levels of language competence, so all the tasks and classroom activities take the form of “spiral progression and variation”(Prof Bob Adamson). In this way, almost every student takes an active part in the classroom activities and experiences a sense of achievement.
The third principle is making use of the teaching materials creatively. According to the new syllabus, teachers should rearrange the teaching contents of each unit in a flexible and creative way by combining, deleting, or adding different teaching materials so as to adapt to the current teaching & learning situation. So before class, Ms. Zhang has rearranged the teaching contents of Book 4 Unit5 and Book 5 Unit1, combining the vocabulary in these two units into 1 teaching & learning period, making it a Vocabulary Lesson under the theme of Traveling Means Growing. 
The fourth principle is without input & intake, without output. That is to say, Ms. Zhang has offered her students sufficient scaffolding to help them master the pronunciation, spelling, meaning as well as usage of the 14 key phrases. And then Ms. Zhang guides the whole class to complete a set of tasks, which are closely connected to each other, successfully helping them achieve their learning aims. Due to her proper guidance and well-designed scaffolding, the whole class can internalize what they have learned more quickly and give productive output.
In a world, Ms. Zhang Ying set a fantastic example for me to follow in teaching vocabulary.
