Should mobile phones be banned on campus?

课    题：Reading for writing

教学内容：Security cameras (reading); Should mobile phones be banned on campus? (Writing)

课    型：Writing
教学时间： 40 minutes
教材分析：

This reading passage is a piece of typical argumentative writing about the advantages and disadvantages of security cameras. It has a clearly identified text structure consisting of three parts：introduction---the advantages of security cameras--- the disadvantages of security cameras---conclusion. 

In the introduction part, the author describes a common phenomenon --- security cameras seem to be an indispensable part or our daily life. And then the author uses a interrogative sentence “But do the advantages of these cameras outweigh their negative impact?” as a transitional sentence to outline the main body of his writing. 

So in the main body, the author dividends his writing into two parts: the advantages and disadvantages of security cameras. In the second paragraph, the author first gives a topic sentence “Security cameras have several benefits.” to start his writing. And then he gives three exemplary examples to support his topic sentence. In the third paragraph, the author begins his writing with a transitional sentence” However, security cameras are far from being a perfect solution.” to lead in his argumentation against the use of security cameras. Here the author offers two supporting examples to express his/her ideas on the drawbacks of security cameras.

In the conclusion part, the author uses the transitional phrase “In conclusion” to sum up his/her writing by draw a conclusion that “we need to balance the need for security with respect for the individual’s privacy and freedom”.

     Considering the outstanding feature of this reading passage mentioned above, I decide to use this passage to serve as an excellent model of what the senior three students are required to do: write a 120-150 word passage to discuss the advantages and disadvantages of mobile phones on campus. I’m sure with my proper guidance, the students can follow the structure of this reading passage and write another passage in a similar text structure.

学情分析：

The students in senior three are familiar with an argumentative writing as the given reading passage, and they are familiar with the topic of “security cameras”, so they will be willing to participate in the classroom activities to complete a series of writing task, given that the teacher will offer them sufficient and proper scaffolding to help them finish their learning tasks successfully.
Given that some students may find it difficult to keep pace with the teacher and their peers in completing the tasks, I will offer some tips to those in need.
教学目标

2) To guide the senior two students to draft a similar passage on the topic of “ Should mobile phones be prohibited on campus?”
3. 情感态度目标：
1) Students are willing to express their views and opinions about the writing topic.
2) Students are willing to comment on the drafts from his peers.
4. 学习策略目标：
1) Students can cooperate with peers to complete the writing task.
2) Students can seek help and feedback when necessary.
5. 文化意识目标
Students are guided to learn that “every coin has two sides.” It’s necessary to be open to different ideas when talking about the disadvantages and disadvantages of one thing.

问题与反思：
1．Some students failed to keep pace with the teacher and their peers in completing the writing task due to their poor vocabulary and sentence structure.
2. Some students were reluctant to cooperate with their peers to finish the writing task.
3. It’s necessary to guide the students to recite more excellent writings and offer them more chances to present their good writing. In this way, more students will find it less scary to complete a certain writing task.
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
