With long curly blond hair and an amazing voice, Taylor Swift has stolen the hearts of millions of people around the world.

Born on December 13th, 1989, Taylor grew up in Pennsylvania, in the US. Singing seems to be in her blood because she started writing songs and singing them at the age of ten. At about eleven years old she was asked to perform at the U.S.Open Tennis Tournament. She started to become well-known from then on and gave her first concert at Bloomsbury Fair at the age of 12. When Taylor was 13 years old, she began to work with a famous record company, RCA Records. Two years later, she left, because the company wanted her to sing the work of other songwriters, but she wanted to sing her own songs. At 15, Swift signed with Scott Borghetto, who planned to start a new recording company, Big Machine Records.

Swift’s first song with Big Machine Records was Tim McGraw in 2006. Later in the same year she released（发行）her first album, Taylor Swift. The album broke many records and reached the top of the Billboard Top 200 Album charts. Her second song, Teardrops on My Guitar released in February 2007, reaching Number 2 on Billboard Hot Country Songs charts. The third song, Our Song, was reached Number 16 on Billboard’s Hot 100 charts.

Her second album, Fearless, released on November 11th, 2008, was well received by people around the world. The most famous songs from that album were Love Story and Romeo and Juliet. So far, she has achieved a lot, both as a songwriter and singer. What’s more, she acted in the movie Valentine’s Day, in 2010.

Nearly all kids have had the same experience. They are eating in a restaurant with their parents. They finished the pasta minutes ago. Now, they are bored. Yet their parents are still eating and talking…and talking…and talking.

“Be patient.” One parent says. “We’ll have dessert soon.”

All kids know what happens next. After dessert, their parents drink coffee. Then they talk some more. Again, the children must wait. They have been in school all day and would rather be running and playing. Instead, they must sit in a chair and stare at a wall.

Going to a restaurant doesn’t have to be this way. Many restaurants say they are “family-friendly”. Family restaurants, such as fast-food restaurants should have play areas for children. At these restaurants, almost every play area is a big room full of climbing equipment（装备）. The room is usually full of happy kids. Parents can eat while the children play. Everyone is happy.

The real problem begins when families want to eat a more delicious meal. The parents don’t want to hurry through the meal but talk to each other, though their children keep asking them for leaving. That’s no fun for kids, either. For them, going to a nicer restaurant means just one thing: sit still and be quiet.

On family blogs across the Web, many parents post the same question all the time: are there any nicer restaurants with play areas for kids? Research shows that some nicer restaurants do have play areas. In warmer cities, it is easier for restaurants to build play areas outside. For example, at one restaurant kids can sail little motor boats in a small pond. Parents can sit on a beautiful yard and watch the kids play. Some nicer restaurants even have indoor play areas. Research also shows that these restaurants serve more than just burgers, chickens and fries.

So, it’s possible for a restaurant to provide both food and a place where kids can play. These restaurants seem to be popular, too. For some, families must book seats before they go. For others, families might be forced to wait in long lines. Clearly, delicious food and safe play areas are both good for business.

If you bought some candy months ago but never ate it, how can you tell whether it’s still eatable? The easiest way is to check the “expiration date (EXP)” printed on the cover. If that date has already passed, you’re likely to throw the candy away. But is that really necessary?

According to a new report from the NRDC, tons of food is wasted each year, largely because people don’t fully understand what expiration dates, or “use-by dates”, actually mean, so they think the food is not safe to eat. 
Food dating was introduced in 1975 because customers wanted more information about the things that they were eating. When they first showed up, use-by dates only showed freshness because producers wanted their products to be tasted in their best conditions（条件）.
However, most customers mistakenly believed that use-by dates showed how safe the food was. But the truth is that these dates aren’t related to the danger of food poisoning（中毒）. Eggs, for example, can still be eaten three to five weeks after being bought, even though the use-by date is much earlier. When their use-by dates pass, cookies may lose their crunch（松脆的口感）, but they are not harmful.
“It’s an unclear subject, the difference between food quality（质量）and food safety,” said Jena Roberts from a US food testing company. “Even the workmates in the food factory are not sure about it. This is why the use-by dates must be printed on the covers of products. “We hope it can help customers understand the information so that they won’t waste a lot of food.” 

But this won’t be a mistake that is easy to correct, because people have believed it for so long. Another problem is that the quality levels of different foods change differently. Some are still eatable long after their use-by date while others are not.
As a result, food factory officials are now thinking of changing the use-by date to a date which can show when food is most likely to be thrown away.
