	Step3.

While-writing

	Ask the students to finish the notice according to the pictures and what they discuss in groups.
	1. Write the notice by filling in the blanks according to the pictures and what they discuss in groups.

	Step4.
Post-writing


	Try to lead the students to exchange and share their notices quickly in groups of 4 according to the standards of proofreading and evaluation.

Ask the students to evaluate the articles from others and give them an evaluation according to the evaluation table. 

Ask some groups to present their evaluations.

Give some comments if necessary.
