	Students have a comparatively high level of English. They can actually read and write English quite well, but they lack the confidence to open their mouth and speak. They like to work in groups and finish the task together ;

	I. Review(8mins)
	1. Show two tables with some blanks.
2. Inspire students to retell the whole passage with the key words.
	1. Finish the blanks one by one.

2. Retell the Emma’s and Matt’s idea
	Check whether students have memorized the words and sentences.



	II. Observe and conclude
	1.Ask students to skim the table and test, try to conclude the steps of expressing opinions.
2. Lead the students to scan the passage again and find out the sentence pattern of organizing reasons.

3. Instruct
	1. Skim the text for the gist and pay attention to text feature; 
2. Look at the pictures, the introduction and the headings of the Internet posts again. Then, decide whether the following statements are true or false.
	Help students get a general idea of the whole passage and pay attention to the text feature.

	III. While-reading

(22mins)
	1. Lead students to scan the first post and find out the similarity and difference between your prediction and the Hotel Whale;
2. Instruct students to read the second Internet post and complete the mind map;
3. Ask students to read the third Internet post and check their predictions by filling in the table;
4. Inspire students to pose questions about the text and find answers to posed questions;

5. Ask students to read after the tape if time is limited.

2. Read the second Internet post. Then, complete the mind map;
3. Read the third Internet post and check their predictions;
4. In pairs: Pose questions about the text and find answers to posed questions;

5. Read the whole passage after the tape.
