wish: v. have a desire for, eg: I wished I had never met him. 

n. [C], an expression of hope for success, etc. eg: He sends you his best wishes.

during: prep. in the time of…, eg: I receive a telegram during dinner. 

plan: n. an arrangement, eg: I’ve made a plan for it.

v. arrange in advance, eg: We’ve been planning this visit for months.

hear from : get/have/receive a letter from, eg: I’ve heard from him. 

poor: adj. unlucky, eg: a poor fellow

send: v. cause or order to go or be taken, eg: He sent me a flower. 

take part in: join, eg: Did you take part in the fighting?

may: v. aux. used to indicate possibility or probability, eg: He may be right. 

do your best: try one’s best, eg: Do your best to study, please!

especially: adv. particularly, eg: Cotton is growing fine, especially in that area. 

problem: n.[C], a difficulty that needs attention and thought, eg: a key problem.

look after: take care of, eg: He isn’t old enough to look after himself now. 

rest: n, a state of being still, quiet, eg: Let’s have a rest from work.

bottom: n, the lowest part of anything, eg: He fell to the bottom of the well.

extra: additional, eg: We need extra men for this job. 

write to: write a letter to …, eg: I’ll write to you as soon as I get there. 

wonderful: adj. excellent, eg: wonderful news.

rock: n. music or songs with a strong heavy beat and usu. a simple melody, eg: My brother likes rock very much. 

pop: adj. It is short for popular.

programme: n. a list of items or events set down in order, eg: What’s on the programme? 

choose(choose-chose-chosen): v. pick out, eg: There’s nothing to choose between the two books. 

prize: n. a reward for good work, etc.
