Open the books and read the dialogue after the tape again.

Talk about the language points, but do not mention the Direct and Indirect Speech.

Step 2 Direct and Indirect Speech

1. Read the conversation again. Ask some students to repeat how Annie told Deming what Kelly wrote. Compare the words Kelly uses and the words Annie uses to Deming. Tell the concepts of Direct Speech and Indirect Speech. 

2. Show each of Annie’s sentences on the screen: 

Kelly says that she is very sorry to hear about Meihua.

She says  its’ beginning to get hot there.

She says that she’d love to hear about my holiday plans.

Teach the use of that and the changes in the pronouns, time adverbs and place adverbs. 

a. You can use that to join the main verb (says) and the subordinate clause. In informal speech, you can often leave it out. 

b. In indirect speech some pronouns, possessive adjectives and adverbs change. This depends on: 

a). Who is speaking and who they are speaking to, e.g., I →she: 

Kelly: I am very sorry to hear about Meihua. →Kelly says that she is very sorry to hear about Meihua.

b). Where the speaker is, e.g., here→ there: 

Kelly: It’s beginning to get hot here. →She says its’ beginning to get hot there.

c). the time when someone report it, e.g., next Friday →tomorrow Granddad writes: next week→ this week: 

Kelly: Our exams are starting next week. →She says that their exams are starting this week.
