Tell them: Present Continuous for future is used for future plans and arrangements that can’t be changed easily. It is often used not only in keeping diaries but also in rejecting invitations. So you can often use the present continuous tense to talk about your plans for the future. It is nearly the same meaning as “going to”.

The answers: Wang Xin is playing basketball on Saturday morning. In the afternoon, he is looking after his cousin. In the evening, his dad and he are watching an English film on TV. On Sunday morning, Ben and he are going fishing. In the afternoon, he is visiting his Aunt Qi and in the evening he is having a rest!
Step 3. Practice (Part 3)
Read Zhang Li’s letter (Part 1) again and underline the words “may” and “might” in the letter. Tell them that “may” and “might” are used for expressing probability. Sometimes we use may and might to talk about something that will maybe happen in the future. “may” and “might” are very similar in meaning.

Have the Ss do Part 3. Take sentence “But if we do, they might then ask us to go to London to play an English school team.” for example. Get them to make more dialogues with their partners. 

Step 4. Oral Practice (Lesson 27, Part 1)

Ask a student to tell when to use “Poor thing!” and when to use “Lucky thing!’ 

Say some sentences and ask the Ss to answer. 

a. I can have a two-day holiday. 

b. You have to have a test next Monday. 

c. Deming hurt his arm yesterday. 

d. Maybe we can go to the countryside next week. 

e. Yingtian didn't pass his maths test yesterday. 
f. The tree fell down last night. 

Get the Ss to practise Part 1 in pairs. Ask some Ss to act out.
