Teaching Plan of Listening and Speaking, Unit 6

Objectives:

Through this class, students will know more about the three capital cities in Asia as well as their culture, food and places of interest.

Students are able to predict the word formation according to the information given and improve their ability of listening.
On the basis of what the recording talks about, students are able to talk about their favourite cities with their friends and improve their oral English.

Teaching procedure:

Step 1: Warming-up

Step 2: Leading-in

Show an Asian map with a picture of Sarah and ask students if they know Sarah.

Step 3: Pre-listening for Part A 

Look at the six pictures on page 76 and describe them.

Ask Ss to talk about each picture.
Step 4: While-listening
