	课堂设计理论指导
阅读是获取信息的重要途径。读万卷书，行万里路。阅读使人智慧。
科学技术是第一生产力，科学技术的创新离不开科技论文。提高英文科技论文阅读水平有助于提高科学技术的创新水平。
一：教材分析
1. 教材内容：
沪教牛津版英语七年级上册，模块三旅游，第五单元：月球之旅，拓展阅读
2. 教材主题：

本单元中心话题是月球旅行，阅读部分为A Trip to Space太空之旅, 听力部分为The Space Hotel太空酒店, 语法部分为一般将来时，关联本单元阅读，未来的2053年。说写部分都与参观太空酒店相关。练习拓展为Hotels on The Moon太空上的酒店。单元各个模块由主题贯穿，服务于主题。
单元整体视觉教学，学生完成整个单元学习后，关联单元主题，进行阅读拓展补充训练，目的有三个：一，增添新知识的同时，巩固学生所学知识，促进学生对单元主题意义的把握和对语篇的理解。更好完成单元整体板块融合教学，实现对学生英语核心素养的培养。二，训练阅读技能和口头交际能力。三，了解更多单元主题信息。
3. 文体语言特点和情感态度价值观：
拓展阅读文体都为科技说明文，具有真实性，准确性和逻辑性。语言具备规范性。科技说明文是学生阅读中的难点，也是教师教学中的难点。开展针对性拓展阅读很有必要。
科技类说明文选材一般教新颖，符合学生探究新事物的心理，对学生创造性思维有一定的启迪作用。但科技文信息过于高深，知识和语言过于专业。学生容易产生厌烦情绪。科技文拓展阅读安排在整个单元完成后，基于整个单元学习的铺垫，减轻了阅读难度。
情感态度价值观方面，结合单元主题，太空探索有必要，科学技术是第一生产力，探索过程中有很多新的发明。有困难但坚持就是胜利。
二：学情分析
整个班级学生53人，学生有良好的学习习惯，英语基础和学习能力良好. 

大部分学生处于不敢表达或者小声表达阶段，需要帮助，搭建脚手架和老师的肯定与鼓励。
通过五单元整体学习，学生对阅读拓展材料熟悉，不再陌生。
三: Teaching Objectives (教学目标)
核心素养
语言能力：训练阅读技能，口语交际能力。
思维品质：学生能够综合运用观察、记忆、推理、联想、创造等思维能力，进一步强化读说技能，拓展思维品质。
文化品格：学生能够从探究的问题中，了解科技知识，认知保护地球和科学创新。
学习能力：信息获取能力和表达自己观点和想法的能力。
四： Teaching key points and difficulties (教学重难点)
简单明了：
重点：1.学生了解月球探索信息，训练阅读能力。
      2.认知新词汇，对主题表达自己的看法.
重点突出：所有的学习过程围绕同一个主题，深化理解拓展重点。
难点：科技说明文内容和语言专业性强。
难点突破：导入诱导学习兴趣，阅读任务设置新颖，有前面整个单元学习铺垫，减小学习难度。

任务二：太空探索新发明，科技说明文，思维导图，阅读理解
第三步：复习：复习阅读文章，篇章首字母填空，熟悉话题（3分钟）

都根据本单元第一节课阅读材料的理解学习完成，巩固学习过的内容，为后面即将开展的内容做好铺垫，承上启下。
第四步：拓展阅读口头输出（10-13分钟）
        太空之旅感受采访，悟出道理。

第五步：总结，自我评价（3分钟）
        月球探索必要，居住舒适度不高。
       德育渗透，科技创新重要，保护地球也重要。
第六步：作业（1分钟）
手抄报，设计月球基地。进行简单介绍，本单元听力部分太空酒店可供参考，要求介绍中使用到本单元语法知识：一般将来时。

I: The Analysis of the teaching materials
Contents: Grade Seven English, Module 3 Travels, Unit 5 Visiting the Moon

Extensive reading

Topic: The whole unit surrounds the main topic: Visiting the Moon. Reading: A trip to space, Listening: the Space Hotel. Grammar: the simple future tense talking about future visits to the Moon. Speaking and writing: the Space Hotel, More practice: Hotels on the Moon. Extensive reading: 1. Exploring the Moon 2. The Lunar Rover---Yutu2 3.Living on The Moon.

Do extensive reading after finishing the study of the whole unit to add new knowledge and consolidate what they have learned and improve better understanding of the whole unit. Students know more about the Moon.

Scientific expositions talk about the real findings or facts, which are accurate with strong logic. There are many technical terms in scientific expositions and the topics are complex and difficult to understand. The study of the whole unit about the topic makes it easier to understand the extensive reading materials.
Value: Science and technology are the primary productive forces.

Never give up, and you will succeed.

II: the Analysis of the students

There are 53 students. And they always behave themselves in class. They are not brave enough to speak out what they think and are not so active with a medium degree of fluency. Teachers need to simplify the teaching materials and encourage students to be confident.

Students get familiar with the topic of the extensive reading materials after learning Unit 5.

Teaching objectives: 
1. Practice reading and speaking.
2. Observe, think and improve abilities of reasoning, analysis and judgement.
3. Learn more about the Moon.
4. Learn to acquire information and express ideas.

Teaching key points and difficulties:
1. Key points: Students practice reading and speaking, know more about the Moon and enlarge vocabulary.
2. Difficulties: Scientific expositions are difficult to understand.
Teaching procedures:

Step 1 Lead-in（3mins）
In 2003 Yangliwei became the first Chinese travelling into space. Play the video and ask students questions to lead in the topic and learn key words.
Who is he? What is he going to do? What does he do? How does he go to space? What is he wearing? Did he get on the Moon?              
Step 2: Extensive reading(17-20mins)
Task 1 Reading material A: Exploring the moon, guide students to draw the time axis and choose the best answer. Students learn about the history of the moon exploration while summing up and improving reading skills.
Task 2 Reading material B: Living on the moon, guide students to draw a mind map and answer a question. Students learn more about the moon exploration while thinking about the future houses on the Moon.
Step 3 Review. (3mins)

Go over reading and pave the way for the next activity.

Reading: A Trip to Space. Fill in the blank with the first letter given.

Some tips are given and students can refer to the reading materials given to help with the interview.

Students consolidate what they’ve learned through speaking and do thinking

Is it necessary for people to explore the Moon?
Step 5 Conclusion (3mins)
Continue the question: is it necessary for human race to explore the Moon?

And do moral teaching: 
Science and technology are the primary productive forces.
Never give up, and we will succeed!
Step 6 homework 手抄报 (1mins)
Designers are working together to build houses on the Moon. Design your own house on the Moon. What does it look like? Draw it on your paper（A4）
