Teacher: Class begins. Stand up, please. Good afternoon, boys and girls. 
Students: Good afternoon, teacher 
Teacher: Sit down please. We’ve just finished Unit 5, right? Do you still remember the topic主题 of unit 5? 

Students: Visiting the Moon

Teacher: Yeah, Visiting the Moon. Today we do extensive reading for unit 5. You will practice your reading and speaking and know more about Visiting the Moon. Just now, you watched two videos and got to know two people. One is me, right? How do you call me? Miss Zhang, nice to meet you, everybody. The other is Yang Liwei, do you know about him? The first person going to space in China. I show you his picture. And I have questions about him. First, what is he going to do in the picture? 
Students: Going to space

Teacher: What does he do? What is his job? Can anyone do the job in the picture? 
Students: astronaut

Teacher: Yes, he is an astronaut. And How does he go to space? 
Students: By spaceship, 
Teacher: yes, you’ve learned it in your reading in Unit 5, and what is he wearing in the picture? 
Students: spacesuit

Teacher: Yes, a spacesuit. And the spaceship and the spacesuit are his equipment, do you know equipment? 
Student: 装备
Teacher: Great, you know it, it’s a difficult word. In Chinese装备. There are many planets and stars in the universe, 星球, and the three everybody knows are, do you know them?
Students: The sun, the moon and the earth

Teacher: Yes, The sun, the moon and the earth and I’d like to introduce 3 new words about them to you, lunar, solar and global, and you may know solar, yes, solar power太阳能, solar is the adjective for the sun, how about lunar? Could you guess?

Students: the moon 

Teacher: Yes, you are so smart, lunar is for the moon, and global is for the earth. Have you ever heard of global warming, which is a very big problem for the earth, right? 全球变暖. Now everybody, your handouts, part I, read after me the new words. 
Students: Explore, explore, astronaut, astronaut, equipment, equipment, space, space, spaceship, spaceship, spacesuit, spacesuit, lunar, lunar, solar, solar, global, global

Teacher: Remember them, and you will meet them in your later reading. The last question for Yang Liwei, did he get on the moon? 
Students: No, he just went to space. 
Teacher: Who was the first person going to the Moon? Yes, in America the person, Armstrong, you know that, here he was. There is also his famous saying “It is a small step for me, but a big step for mankind” Do you think so? Also, in our reading of Unit 5, a person will go to the moon. Who? Do you still remember? 
Students: Jerry.

Teacher: Yes, Jerry is going to space in the near future. Here Jerry is. This period we will see what people have done for Jerry before he can go to space, go over Jerry’s trip to space in our reading of Unit 5, and after Jerry’s trip to space we do an interview about his trip. Understand? Ok, let’s start from what people have done for Jerry. Before that, I’d like to ask you a question. Do you know how many countries have reached the Moon? 
Students: America, Russia? How many? 1, 3, 4? 
Teacher: Ok, everybody, on your handouts, your extensive reading A will tell you about that. Now you do pair work. Two a group, read the passage for the first time, and finish the time axis时间轴，3 minutes. The first three pairs to finish, put up your hands.
There are tips for you, right? The US is the country and NASA is not the country, right?

Ok, the first three pairs to finish, put up your hands ,I will bring you candies. Ok, Number 1, Number 2, Which pair is No. 3? Ok, No 3, thank you. I see most of you have finished, you, please, give us your answer. 
Student: 1. US 2. Apollo 17 3. 2007 4. China 5. Chang’e 1 6. Japan 7. SELENE 8. Chandrayaan-1 9. Chang’e 3 10. China 
Teacher: How do you know that, China? Yes, Chang’e belongs to China. Do you agree with her? 
Students: Yes. 
Teacher: And according to the time axis, how many countries have reached the moon?

Students: 4

Teacher: you see science and technology is developing fast. And pay attention to the time order, do you know the time order in Chinese时间顺序，And the time order makes your reading easier when you pay attention to it for some articles. So much for Task 1. Now I’d like you to read the passage again and finish Task 2. There is a question for you, you choose the best answer after the second reading, okay one minute for you.
Thank you, you're No.1. and No.2, No.3. Ask for candies after class. Most of you have finished what's your answer, which one do you choose.?
Students: B
Teacher: okay. You're very smart because you know the passage is about science, right? However, what does science fiction mean? In Chinese it means 幻，科幻. You know，幻means it is not true, right？ How about our passage?
Students: It is true
Teacher: yes, our passage is callled a science exposition, in Chinese 科技说明文. So can we choose the science fiction? Of course not. Then which one is the right answer? C. That’s right, why? Yes, in some newspapers there is a part for science study. And when Jerry goes to the Moon, he will have to live there. Many scientists and designers are working hard to build houses for him to live in. In our extensive reading B, two designers from Denmark, you know Denmark, 
Students:丹麦
Teacher: two Danish designers made a special house for Jerry. What does it look like? Let me show you the house first, here it is. It’s nice, right? Ok, your handouts, first, read the second paragraph, and find out the name of the house, what is it called? 
Students: Lunark. 

Teacher: Ok, good, Lunark. Then I’d like you to read the third paragraph and finish the mind map about the house. Ok, 3 minutes for you. The first three to finish, put up your hands, there are candies for you. Ok, No.1 your candies, No.2 and No. 3. Most of you have finished. Ask me for candies after class. Most of you have finished, and you please, give me your answers. the upper parts, first. 
Student: No.1, Sleeping, Number two, studying, No.3, Hotel, a garden, 328 Solar panels
Teacher: Good, so we can say a bedroom. Number two, studying right, we can say a study. Do you know a study in Chinese 书房. And No.3, Hotel? Really? This one, okay, your answer is right, well it's a toilet, it doesn't matter, your answer is right, you just Read it wrong. And here, a garden, right. The below part. 328 Solar panels. Do you agree with her? yes sit down please, thank you. And do you know which parts are the Solar panels in the house? Let me show you this. The two on the side are the Solar panels. And the mind map makes your reading clear, right? So you can always use the mind map in your study when you can. Then I'd like you to read the fourth paragraph, the last paragraph and answer the question on your handouts. Turn over. What will the designers do later this year?  Have you got it, yes OK, please tell us your answer. 
Student: The designers will be cut off from the rest of the world. 
Teacher: Why will they do that? Yeah, they want to to test Lunark. Do you know test, in Chinese 测试. They want to see if Lunark works on the Moon. If it works, Jerry can live in it on the Moon. Could you guess if it works? Okay, I tell you it really works finally. And Jerry will live in it. So far, we’ve solved two big problems how to go and where to live for Jerry, now Jerry is going to space. Your reading of unit 5, Jerry’s trip to space, Now, let’s go over your reading. According to what you’ve learned, fill in the blanks with the first letter given. Your handouts, 2 minutes for you, if you finish, put up your hands. 
Okay, thank you, ask me for candies after class. We check the answers together. Let's read it together. It's just you're reading, right.
Students: Jerry is very happy b_ecause_ he will be one of the first students to travel into space. The s_paceship_ will leave the Earth at 9 a.m. tomorrow. It will take them to the Moon. It will take them about four days to get there. There is no gravity, so they will have to tie t_hemselves_ to beds so that they won’t float away in their sleep. W_ithout_ gravity, bodies may get weak, so they will do exercise every day. When they arrive, Jerry is going to walk on the Moon. He will have to wear a s_pacesuit_ to help him breathe since there is no air. He is going to take as many photos as he can if his camera still works up there.
Teacher: And pay attention here, because he's going to space, so we use the simple future tense, you’ve learned it in your grammar of unit 5. Thank you, and I think you’ve done a very good job in your reading. Okay, how time flies. Do you know how time flies?
Students: 感叹时间过得很快
Teacher: Yes, 时光飞逝. Now Jerry has come back from space. Do you want to know something about his trip. 
Students: Yes

Teacher: OK, let's do an interview. Jerry has come back from space. Two reporters from the school newspaper interviewed Jerry and his classmates about their trip to space. Teacher will make a conclusion(总结) at last. So how many people do you need for a group? Let’s count. Jerry, two reporters, one or two classmates, and a teacher. So 5 or 6 a group. The reporters are always hardworking, so I give your questions out. Jerry and classmates, you may find your answers in reading of unit 5, right? And the teacher, your task is a little bit difficult, on your handouts, additional reading materials, the underlined sentences offer you tips, okay? 5 minutes for you to finish your interview, after that, two groups have chances to come here and show us your interview. This time, you can get special presents, okay, not always candies. Off you go.
